Information & Regulations
CONDITION OF ENTRY
It is a condition of entry that all exhibitors undertake to abide by the rules and regulations of the Association.  All exhibitors whilst on the Showground shall take directions as required from the stewards and officials of the Show.
Entries must be made on the attached application form and sent to the secretary no later than Friday, 6th July 2018.

Entry fees will be a donation of 50 pence per entry payable on arrival to the designated area within the Food Hall marquee on show day and given to the steward of the Honiton Show Bake Off competitions.

All exhibits are to be homemade by the competitor and presented on a white plate (preferably paper) and covered with cling film or clear cake dome.
Awards will be made to the first four prize winners in each class, a rosette will be awarded to winners and prize cards 1st - 4th place. No prize money will be awarded.
Exhibitors within the Bake of Competitions are not entitled to free show admission tickets, advance show tickets may be purchased via the website; www.honitonshow.co.uk
LIABILITY
The Association will only be responsible for death, injury, damage or loss caused to an exhibitor or to his/her servants, agents or to any exhibit where negligence is proven.
